A	Man’s	Ego

“What’s	more	fragile	than	a	woman’s	heart?
A	man’s	ego.”

So,	 he	 creates	 an	 illusion	 of	 who	 he	 thinks	 you	 would	 like	 him	 to	 be,	 thus
reducing	his	chances	of	rejection.	However,	when	you	look	a	little	deeper,	it’s
not	the	rejection	alone	that	he	fears	most.	What	he	fears	the	most	is	the	feeling



that	rejection	causes	and	how	that	feeling	impacts	his	ego.	That	is,	in	fact,	his
worst	fear.

In	the	end,	some	men	would	be	willing	to	go	to	any	lengths	to	protect	their
egos,	 up	 to	 and	 including	 lying	 to	 you,	 cheating	 on	 you,	 and	 ultimately
breaking	your	heart.

When	He	Changes	Around
His	Friends

“If	he	changes	the	way	he	treats	you	when	he’s	around	his	friends,	he	either
hasn’t	been	keeping	it	real	with	them	or	he	hasn’t	been	keeping	it	real	with

you.”

True	love	remains	consistent	regardless	of	the	situation	or	the	environment.
If	 he	 truly	 loves	 you,	 his	 actions	 should	 show	 it	whether	 you	 are	 in	 private,
public,	or	the	company	of	his	friends.	In	fact,	when	he	is	around	his	friends,	he
should	 feel	a	heightened	sense	of	pride	 just	having	you	 there	with	him.	 If	he
doesn’t,	 it	 could	 mean	 he	 cares	 more	 about	 impressing	 his	 friends	 than	 he
cares	 about	 how	 you	 feel.	 It’s	 also	 possible	 that	 he’s	 been	 lying	 to	 them	 all
along	about	how	he	feels	about	you,	or	maybe	he’s	been	lying	to	you.

If	He	Doesn’t	Include	You

“A	man	who	doesn’t	include	you	when	he	talks	about	his	future,	either	isn’t
paying	attention	or	he	doesn’t	see	you	as	being	a	part	of	it.”



Sometimes,	 the	 best	way	 to	 get	 an	 honest	 answer	 is	 not	 to	 ask	 the	 question
directly	 but	 indirectly.	 If	 you	 have	 been	 with	 your	 man,	 for	 a	 reasonable
amount	 of	 time,	 and	 you	 are	 unsure	 about	what	 his	 intentions	 are	 regarding
your	 future,	 ask	 him	 the	 following	 question:	 If	 you	 could	 paint	 a	 picture	 of
how	your	life	will	be	in	five	years,	how	would	it	look?

He	 should	 then	 begin	 to	 describe	 to	 you	 how,	 in	 his	 mind’s	 eye,	 he
envisions	his	life	to	look	in	five	years.	You’ll	notice	that	he’ll	talk	to	you	about
all	 the	 things	 that	 are	 his	 primary	 focus;	 you	 would	 hope	 that	 you	 and	 the
relationship	 would	 be	 one	 of	 them.	 Pay	 particularly	 close	 attention	 to	 how
often	he	uses	the	word	“me”	or	“I”	instead	of	“us”	or	“we.”

By	 the	 end	 of	 the	 conversation,	 you	 should	 have	 a	 pretty	 good	 idea	 of
where	 you	 stand.	 The	 beautiful	 thing	 about	 it	 is	 he	 most	 likely	 won’t	 even
realize	that	he	will	have	answered	the	big	question	that	you	never	even	asked.

Relationship	Title	My
“Main”

“Contrary	to	popular	belief,	this	is	not	a	compliment.”

If	 he	 calls	 you	 his	 “main,”	 that	 is	 not	 a	 compliment.	What	 he	 is	 essentially
saying	to	you	is	that	you	are	not	the	only	one.	Nine	times	out	of	10,	if	he	calls
you	his	“main,”	he	has	given	all	the	other	women	he	is	seeing	the	same	title	as
well.

In	 short,	 “my	main”	 is	 a	 polite	way	 of	 him	 telling	 you	 that	 he	 likes	 you
enough	to	sleep	with	you	but	not	enough	to	commit	to	you.

Self-Fulfilled	Prophecy



“Some	men	have	so	convinced	themselves	that	a	good	woman	does	not	exist	that
they	subconsciously	will	ruin	a	relationship,	with	a	good	woman,	just	to	prove

themselves	right.”

If	his	negative	expectations	about	you	are	strong	enough,	 those	feelings	will
begin	to	manifest	 themselves	in	his	actions.	Eventually,	 this	will	cause	him	to
act	 in	 a	 manner	 that	 will	 ultimately	 increase	 the	 chances	 of	 those	 negative
expectations	being	fulfilled.

Is	He	Really	“Willing	To
Wait?

When	a	man	says	that	he’s	willing	to	wait	until	you’re	ready,	it	doesn’t
necessarily	mean	he’s	willing	to	‘“wait.”

Here	is	where	the	game	changes.	Now,	to	be	fair,	some	men	will	honor	that
statement	 and	 not	 be	 intimate	with	 anyone	 else	 during	 this	 “waiting	 period.”
However,	those	aren’t	the	men	I’m	referring	to	here.	The	ones	I’m	referring	to
have	a	different	plan	 in	mind.	What	 they	plan	 to	do	 is	 exactly	what	 they	 said
they	would	do,	“wait	until	you	are	ready.”	The	problem	is	the	“waiting”	is	tied
directly	to	you	and	only	you,	no	one	else.	In	short,	he’s	agreed	to	not	push	the
issue	with	you,	thus	earning	brownie	points	for	appearing	not	to	be	only	after
one	thing.

In	 your	mind,	 over	 the	 next	 few	months,	 you’re	 thinking	 he’s	 really	 into
you	when,	in	fact,	he’s	just	biding	his	time	until	you’re	ready	to	give	him	what
he	 wants.	 Meanwhile,	 his	 “side”	 is	 taking	 care	 of	 all	 the	 needs	 that	 you’ve
decided	not	to	provide.	You	see,	it’s	easy	for	him	to	pass	on	dinner	when	he’s
been	snacking	all	day.



So,	 don’t	 be	 fooled.	When	 a	man	 tells	 you	 he’s	willing	 to	 “wait,”	 clarify
what	he	means	and	hold	him	to	it.	Also,	during	the	waiting	period,	keep	your
eyes	open	for	any	subsequent	changes	 in	his	pattern	of	behavior.	Things	 like
him	 not	 coming	 to	 see	 you	 or	 not	 calling	 you	 as	 often	 should	 peak	 your
interest.	Additionally,	him	disappearing	for	hours	at	a	time	with	excuses	like	“I
left	my	phone”	or	“my	battery	died”	should	be	warning	signs	as	well.

Above	all,	trust	your	intuition;	it	will	tell	you	what	you	need	to	hear	and	not
necessarily	what	you	want	to	hear.

Is	He	Complaining	About
Your	Standards?

“When	a	man	complains	of	your	standards	being	too	high,	it	is	usually	because
he’s	used	to	dealing	with	women	who	have	none.”

Some	men	have	gotten	so	used	to	dealing	with	women	who	have	no	standards
that	 once	 they	 meet	 a	 woman	 who	 does,	 they	 don’t	 know	 how	 to	 make	 the
necessary	 adjustments.	 Instead	 of	 raising	 their	 level	 of	 performance,	 they
complain	in	hopes	that	you	will	lower	your	standards,	thus	making	it	easier	for
them	to	appear	to	be	good	for	you.

My	advice	is	that	you	should	never	lower	your	standards	to	accommodate
any	man!	If	he	 is	not	capable	of	meeting	or	exceeding	 the	standards	 that	you
have	set,	he’s	probably	not	the	right	man	for	you.

Eye	Contact



“A	man	that	won’t	look	you	in	the	eyes,	either	isn’t	interested	in	how	you
actually	feel	about	the	conversation,	has	confidence	issues,	or	is	hiding

something	from	you.”

Eye	contact	 for	 a	man	 is	very	 important.	 It	 is	 one	of	 the	ways	we	establish
ourselves	 during	 our	 interactions;	 it’s	 how	 we	 convey	 a	 sincerity	 and
seriousness	that	cannot	be	expressed	any	other	way.	So,	for	a	man	to	avoid	eye
contact,	it	simply	goes	against	our	nature.	I	can	only	think	of	a	few	reasons	as
to	why	a	man	would	avoid	eye	contact:	(1)	he	is	disregarding	you,	(2)	he	has
confidence	 issues,	 (3)	 he’s	 hiding	 something	 from	 you,	 or	 (4)	 he’s	 simply
lying	 to	 you.	Either	way,	 none	 of	 these	 qualities	would	 do	 you	well	 in	 your
relationship.

The	4-Digit	Passcode

“The	answers	to	all	your	questions	are	not	protected	by	his	many	lies,	but
rather	by	a	tiny	glass	screen	and	a	4-digit	passcode.”

I’m	just	going	to	put	it	out	there.	I	know,	you’ll	get	the	old	“if	you	trusted	me,
you	wouldn’t	need	to	look	at	my	phone”	speech;	I’ve	been	there,	done	that	and
it	worked	like	a	charm.

That	 statement	 is	 designed	 to	 make	 you	 feel	 guilty	 about	 asking	 him	 to
confirm	something	 that	he	should	not	have	a	problem	confirming	in	 the	first
place.

In	a	relationship,	you	two	should	be	on	the	same	page.	If	you	can’t	see	what
he	sees	and	he	can’t	see	what	you	see,	chances	are,	you	two	are	probably	not	on
the	same	page.	To	be	honest,	you	two	might	not	even	be	in	the	same	book!

As	 a	 side	note,	 let	me	 leave	you	with	 this:	 If	 you	 two	can	 share	 the	 same
house,	the	same	bed,	and	the	same	bank	account,	how	come	he	can’t	share	his
passcode?



Ultimatums	Rarely	Work

“When	a	man	tells	you	that	he	is	not	ready	to	commit,	believe	him	the	first	time.
You	can’t	convince	him	that	he	is	ready.	You	will	only	be	fooling	yourself.”

If	 you	 ever	 find	 yourself	 in	 the	 following	 situation,	 stop	 for	 a	 minute	 and
think…

You	 are	 dating	 a	 man	 and	 you	 want	 things	 to	 move	 to	 the	 next	 level
(commitment);	 however,	 he	 says	 he’s	 not	 ready	 yet.	 You	 then	 tell	 him	 if	 he
can’t	commit,	you’re	moving	on.	If	he	comes	right	back	and	says,	“Okay,	I’m
ready	 to	 commit,”	 be	 careful.	He’s	 still	 not	 ready	 to	 commit	 to	 you;	 he	 just
doesn’t	want	to	lose	you	or	see	you	committed	to	someone	else.

Any	time	a	man	agrees	to	a	commitment	after	being	given	an	ultimatum,	be
leery.	He	was	honest	in	the	beginning,	but	now	he	feels	like	he	will	lose	you	if
he	doesn’t	say	what	you	want	to	hear.	That’s	not	the	kind	of	commitment	you
want.	You	want	it	to	be	a	decision	he	makes	for	himself	because	he	wants	it	and
not	one	where	he	feels	like	he	was	forced	into	making	it.

In	the	end,	ultimatums	may	get	you	what	you	want	in	the	short	term,	but	as
time	passes	you’ll	see	that	he	can’t	keep	up	the	act	forever.	Slowly	but	surely
you’ll	 begin	 to	 realize	 that	 you	 may	 have	 changed	 his	 words,	 but	 he	 never
changed	his	mind…now	what?

When	He	Stops	Doing	The
Small	Things

“When	he	texts	you,	he’s	thinking	about	you.
When	he	calls	you,	he	misses	you.



When	he	shows	up,	he	wants	you.
When	he	suddenly	stops	doing	all	of	the	above	for	you,	he’s	doing	it	for

someone	else.”

His	Fear	Of	Being	Hurt

“Sometimes,	the	problem	isn’t	that	he	cannot	give	you	love,	the	problem	lies	in
his	inability	to	let	go	of	the	fear	of	being	hurt	long	enough	to	accept	your	love.”

Think	about	this	for	a	moment;	when	you	give	love,	you	control	how	you	feel
about	 it;	when	you’re	on	 the	receiving	end	of	 love,	 those	emotions	are	much
harder	to	control.	That’s	how	you	find	yourself	falling	in	love	with	someone
without	ever	intending	to	do	so.

For	some	men,	they’re	fine	as	long	as	they’re	giving	love.	That’s	because
they	control	that	feeling.	However,	when	you	start	to	give	it	back	and	he	begins
to	feel	 like	he	is	 losing	that	control,	sometimes	he	will	back	away,	out	of	 the
fear	of	being	hurt.	Not	because	he	doesn’t	care	for	you,	but	because	the	feeling
of	being	vulnerable	and	not	in	control	of	his	feelings	scares	him.

Selfish	Versus	Selfless	Man

“A	selfish	man	would	rather	you	be	unhappy	with	him	than	to	see	you	happy
with	someone	else;	however,	a	man	who	loves	you	selflessly,	he’ll	set	you	free.
Not	in	hopes	that	you	would	someday	come	back,	but	in	hopes	you	would	be

found	by	a	man	that	could	be	all	the	things	he	couldn’t	be.”

He	could	be	a	“good	man”	and	still	not	be	the	“right	man”	for	you.



How	Could	Someone	So
Right,	Be	So	Wrong?

“He	could	have	the	right	face,	the	right	smile,	with	the	right	job,	making	the
right	amount	of	money,	but	if	he	doesn’t	love	and	respect	you,	he’s	still	the

wrong	man	for	you.”

Make	sure	when	you	decide	to	give	a	man	your	time,	you’re	doing	it	for	the
right	 reasons.	 Just	 because	 he	 looks	 nice	 or	 drives	 a	 nice	 car,	 doesn’t	mean
anything	 if	 he	 disrespects	 you	 and	 treats	 you	 like	 you	 don’t	 even	 exist.	 You
have	 to	 be	 able	 to	 look	 past	 the	 superficial	 things	 and	 focus	 on	 “who	he	 is”
rather	than	“what	he	is”	or	“what	he	has.”	Otherwise,	you	might	find	yourself
with	a	handsome	man	who	is	never	home	and	a	full	closet,	but	an	empty	place
in	your	heart	where	his	love	should	be.

Making	Him	Wait	Won’t
Make	Him	A	Better	Man

“If	he’s	the	wrong	man,	having	a	rule	that	says	you	won’t	have	sex	with	him
before	“X”	amount	of	days	won’t	change	him.	At	the	end	of	the	waiting	period,

he’ll	still	be	the	same	wrong	man.”

When	 he’s	wrong,	 he’s	wrong;	 time	won’t	magically	make	 him	 right.	All
you	will	be	doing	is	postponing	your	inevitable	disappointment	and	heartbreak.



Now,	 I’m	not	 saying	 that	 you	 should	 rush	 into	 it	 either.	What	 I	 am	 saying	 is
there	 is	 no	 set	 amount	 of	 time	 that	 will	 allow	 you	 to	 determine	 that	 man’s
worth,	it	will	vary.	However,	the	more	time	you	give	it,	the	more	time	you	will
have	to	evaluate	whether	or	not	he’s	someone	you	want	to	go	to	the	next	level
with.

My	thoughts:	be	patient	and	go	with	your	gut.	You	will	know	better	based	on
how	you	feel	rather	than	by	what	date	it	is.	Just	know,	there	are	no	guarantees
and	in	the	end,	time	won’t	change	who	he	is.

A	Man	That	Just	Takes

“In	a	relationship,	you	can	never	give	enough	to	a	man	who	is	willing	to	take
everything	from	you.”

Some	men	are	just	takers.	They	don’t	understand	that	a	relationship	is	about
giving	 and	 taking…it’s	 about	 balance.	 To	 these	men,	 it’s	 always	 about	 them.
Being	able	to	compromise,	in	the	name	of	moving	the	relationship	forward,	is
a	concept	they	cannot	grasp.

It’s	this	type	of	man	who,	after	you’ve	done	everything	for	him,	still	comes
to	the	door	of	the	relationship	with	his	hand	out	expecting	more.	Then,	he	has
the	audacity	to	try	to	make	you	feel	bad	when	you	finally	say,	“enough!”

When	He	Wants	To	Change
Who	You	Are



“Any	man	who	makes	you	feel	as	if	you	have	to	change	who	you	are,	as	a
person,	to	be	with	him,	is	a	man	that	will	leave	you	as	soon	as	he	meets	the

woman	he’s	trying	to	make	you	out	to	be.”

For	the	most	part,	most	men	have	an	idea	of	what	they	want	in	a	woman	from
the	beginning.	 In	his	mind,	he	 already	has	 a	picture	of	what	 she	 should	 look
like	and	what	qualities	he	would	like	her	to	possess.	With	that	in	mind,	if	he’s
trying	to	change	you,	what	are	the	chances	of	him	leaving	you	if	he	ever	meets
someone	that	fits	that	picture	in	his	head?

Just	something	for	you	to	think	about	before	you	put	yourself	in	that	type	of
situation.

In	my	opinion,	 if	he	 truly	 loves	you,	he	will	 love	you	for	 the	person	you
are,	not	the	person	he	wants	you	to	be.

Questionable	Intentions

“You	need	a	man	to	be	upfront	and	honest	with	you,	from	the	beginning,	about
his	intentions.	The	right	man	will	be;	however,	the	wrong	man	will	let	months,
or	even	years	go	by	before	he	finally	gets	up	the	courage	to	tell	you	that	he’s

not	ready	to	commit.”

Most	men	know,	even	before	they	approach	you,	what	their	initial	intentions
are.	His	 plans	may	 change	 as	 the	 relationship	 progresses,	 but	 regardless,	 he
usually	has	an	idea	as	to	what	his	initial	intentions	are	from	the	beginning.

When	a	man	strings	you	along	and	leaves	you	in	the	dark,	it	could	mean	a
few	different	 things.	One,	he’s	not	sure	 if	he	wants	 the	same	 things	you	want
out	of	the	relationship.	This	causes	him	to	be	afraid	to	tell	you	he’s	not	ready	to
commit,	 out	 of	 fear	 you	 may	 break	 the	 relationship	 off.	 Or	 two,	 he	 knows
exactly	what	he	wants	from	the	relationship	(i.e.	sex,	money,	etc.)	and	he	knows
you	wouldn’t	waste	your	time	with	him	if	you	knew	his	real	intentions.

Either	way,	if	he	doesn’t	have	the	courage	to	be	honest	with	you,	that	lack	of
honesty	 will	 eventually	 leave	 you	 disappointed	 and,	 in	 some	 cases,



brokenhearted.

His	Insecurities

“The	only	time	a	man	feels	the	need	to	tear	you	down	is	when	he’s	feeling
insecure.	Because	of	his	insecurities	and	low	self-esteem,	he	then	tries	to	make

you	feel	smaller	in	order	to	make	himself	feel	bigger.”

A	man	with	insecurities	is	a	very	difficult	man	to	deal	with,	especially	for	a
strong,	ambitious	woman.	Anything	you	do	to	improve	yourself,	he	will	more
than	likely	view	it	as	a	threat	to	his	manhood.	He	is	the	type	of	man	who	will
support	 you,	 but	 only	 to	 an	 extent.	Meaning,	 he	will	 support	 you	 as	 long	 as
what	you	are	doing	doesn’t	 threaten	his	status	in	any	way.	If	 it	does,	you	will
begin	 to	 notice	 his	 support	 turn	 into	 discouragement.	 The	 positive
reinforcement,	which	you	once	received,	will	slowly	turn	into	negativity.	This
will	 often	 start	 with	 subtle	 comments	 and	 remarks	 and	 escalate	 to	 outright
anger	and	aggression	towards	you.	That	is	his	way	of	trying	to	compensate	for
his	own	insecurities.

You	see,	if	you	begin	to	do	well	for	yourself,	he	sees	himself	as	losing	that
power	over	you.	 In	his	mind,	you	may	start	 to	 think	 that	you	don’t	need	him
and	one	day	you	might	decide	that	you	don’t	have	to	put	up	with	his	nonsense
anymore	and	 leave.	 In	order	 to	ensure	 that	doesn’t	happen,	he	feels	he	has	 to
keep	you	mentally	feeling	as	if	you’re	nothing	without	him,	thus	reducing	the
chances	 of	 you	 ever	 leaving	 and	 increasing	 your	 perceived	 dependency	 on
him.

Abusive	Men



“There	are	a	lot	of	things	in	this	world	that	you,	as	a	woman,	could	be	afraid	of,
but	your	man	should	not	be	one	of	them.”

A	man	that	loves	you	will	always	assume	the	role	of	your	protector,	not	your
aggressor.	Abusive	men,	however,	are	like	cancer	to	you.	You	have	to	identify
their	type	early	on	and	cut	them	out	of	your	life.	Whether	it’s	mental,	physical,
or	emotional	abuse,	please	understand	 that	his	only	purpose	 is	 to	eat	away	at
you	until	there’s	nothing	left.

Find	 a	way	out	 as	 soon	 as	 possible.	The	 longer	 he	 stays	 in	 your	 life,	 the
greater	the	risk	that	you	might	not	survive	the	battle…literally.

He	Feels	Entitled

“Some	men	feel	a	sense	of	entitlement…like	you	owe	them	something,	when	in
reality,	you	don’t	owe	him	anything!	He	owes	it	to	himself	to	get	his	stuff

together.	You	can	support	him…you	can	even	help	him	but	ultimately,	it’s	his
responsibility,	not	yours.”

Here’s	my	 public	 service	 announcement	 for	 the	 day:	 Ladies,	 stop	 carrying
these	grown	men!	It’s	okay	to	support	him	and	even	to	help	him	to	an	extent;
that’s	 part	 of	 being	 in	 a	 relationship.	 However,	 this	 is	 true	 only	 up	 until	 a
certain	point.	After	that,	he	has	to	get	up	on	his	own	two	feet	and	do	what	men
do.	 If	 you	 carry	 him	 for	 too	 long,	 you’re	 no	 longer	 helping	 him…you’re
hurting	him.

Emotionally	Lazy	Men



“Whatever	you	do,	never	chase	a	man.	Why?	Because	it’ll	make	him
emotionally	lazy	and	he	will	feel	like	he	doesn’t	have	to	do	anything	to	meet

your	emotional	needs.”

Think	 about	 it;	 if	 you’re	 doing	 everything	 from	 the	 beginning,	what	 is	 his
incentive	 to	 do	 anything	 after	 you	 two	 get	 together?	 In	 the	 end,	 you’ll	 find
yourself	assuming	the	proactive	role	throughout	the	relationship	because	that’s
what	he’ll	 be	used	 to.	He	will	 have	no	 reason	 to	 change	because	you’ll	 have
already	 shown	 him	 that	 he	 can	 do	 absolutely	 nothing	 and	 you	 will	 still	 be
willing	to	do	everything.

When	He	Complains	About
Doing	Things	That	Make

You	Happy

“The	wrong	man	will	do	something	nice	for	you	and	complain	the	whole	time
while	doing	it.	He’ll	then	expect	you	to	be	happy,	not	realizing	that	his	attitude

ruined	everything.”

Let’s	say	you	 love	 to	walk	along	 the	beach,	but	every	 time	he	 takes	you,	he
complains.	He	thinks	he	is	earning	brownie	points	by	taking	you	when,	in	fact,
he’s	losing	points.	Sooner	or	later,	you’ll	stop	asking	him	to	go	with	you.	He
may	 think	he’s	 finally	 convinced	you	 that	walking	 along	 the	beach	 is	 boring
but	he	hasn’t.	You	still	 love	walking	along	the	beach…	you	still	want	to	walk
along	the	beach…you	just	are	no	longer	interested	in	doing	it	with	him.

The	right	man,	however,	will	do	it	because	he	wants	to	make	you	happy.	He
won’t	 ruin	 your	moment	 with	 his	 petty	 personal	 complaints.	 After	 all,	 he	 is
making	 you	 happy	 and	 at	 the	 end	 of	 the	 day,	 in	 his	mind,	 that’s	what	 it’s	 all
about.



You	Could	Be	Doing
Everything	Right

“You	could	be	doing	everything	right:	working,	cooking,	cleaning,	great	sex…
everything.	But	if	it’s	for	the	wrong	man,	that	still	won’t	be	enough	to	keep

him.”

Remember	 this:	 a	 good	man	 can’t	 be	 kept	 and	 the	 wrong	man	 isn’t	 worth
keeping.	 So	 then	 you	 may	 ask,	 “What	 does	 a	 woman	 have	 to	 do	 to	 keep	 a
man?”	The	 answer	 is	 this…let	 go	 of	 the	 idea	 that	 it	 is	within	 your	 power	 to
keep	him	and	focus	more	on	finding	a	good	man	that	 loves	and	respects	you
enough	to	want	to	stay;	therein	lies	the	secret.

Broken

Weak	Men	Are	Incapable	Of
Sweeping	You	Off	Your	Feet

“A	weak	man	is	incapable	of	sweeping	you	off	your	feet.	Why?	Because	he
doesn’t	have	the	emotional	strength	to	lift	your	spirit.”

When	 I	 speak	 of	 a	 man’s	 true	 strength,	 I’m	 not	 speaking	 of	 his	 physical
strength,	I’m	talking	about	his	mental,	emotional,	and	spiritual	strength.	That’s
where	a	man’s	true	power	lies.	Any	man	can	pick	you	up	physically,	but	it	takes
an	exceptional	man	to	lift	you	up	emotionally	and	spiritually;	that	is	something
a	weak	man	cannot	do.

His	Right	To	Privacy

“Just	because	he	has	a	right	to	his	privacy	in	the	relationship,	doesn’t	mean	he
has	a	right	to	keep	secrets	from	you.”

So	the	big	question	is	how	do	you	find	out	if	he’s	keeping	any	secrets	if	you
don’t	invade	his	privacy?	The	answer	is…you	can’t.	You	are	going	to	have	to
cross	the	line	for	confirmation	and	personally,	I	don’t	see	anything	wrong	with
you	confirming	the	loyalty	and	the	trustworthiness	of	the	one	you	entrust	with
your	 heart.	 We	 confirm	 everything	 else:	 hotel	 reservations,	 dinner
reservations,	 payments,	 etc….	 If	 there	 is	 nothing	 there,	 all	 the	 better.
Confirmation	simply	proves	or	disproves	your	beliefs,	one	way	or	the	other.	I
have	found	that	the	ones	who	rely	heavily	on	the	“privacy”	position,	are	often
the	ones	with	the	most	to	hide.

Having	said	that,	I	also	know	that	some	of	you	won’t	cross	that	line	because
it	 opens	 you	 up	 to	 the	 same	 and	 you’re	 not	 willing	 to	 take	 that	 risk.	Why?
Because	some	of	you	have	your	own	secrets	to	keep.

His	Secrets

“If	he	decides	to	keep	one	little	secret	from	you,	it	will	have	the	power	to	ruin
your	whole	relationship.	Not	necessarily	because	of	the	secret	in	and	of	itself,

but	because	of	the	thousand	lies	that	he’ll	have	to	tell	you	to	keep	it.”



Why	Is	He	So	Defensive

“A	man	who	can’t	answer	your	questions,	when	you	ask,	without	getting
defensive,	is	often	a	man	who	is	keeping	more	than	just	the	answer	from	you.”

Have	 you	 ever	 asked	 a	 question	where	 his	 response	was	 so	 defensive,	 you
began	to	think	that	something	just	wasn’t	right…like	he	was	keeping	something
from	you?	If	you	have,	you	were	probably	right.

When	 a	 man	 gets	 defensive,	 that’s	 usually	 his	 guilty	 conscience	 shining
through.	Your	female	intuition	will	sense	it;	that’s	what	it’s	designed	for.

My	 thoughts…you	 need	 to	 get	 to	 the	 bottom	 of	 it	 immediately.	 Don’t	 let
your	mind	override	your	gut	or	you’ll	possibly	find	yourself	investing	months
or	even	years	more	into	someone	just	to	find	out,	in	the	end,	it	was	all	a	waste
of	time.

You	Have	A	Right	To	Know

“Just	because	you	ask	a	question,	doesn’t	necessarily	mean	you	don’t	trust	him;
some	things,	just	by	being	in	the	relationship,	you	have	a	right	to	know.”

There	is	absolutely	nothing	wrong	with	you	asking	a	question.	Any	man	that
would	get	upset	with	you	for	simply	asking	a	question,	probably	has	something
to	hide.	Think	 about	 it.	 If	 you’re	 asking	 a	question	 to	get	 clarification	on	 an
issue	 and	 the	 answer	 could	 possibly	 prevent	 a	 misunderstanding	 or	 an
argument,	what	would	be	a	good	reason	not	to	answer	the	question?	The	only
reason	I	can	think	of	is	that	he	has	something	to	hide.



What	You	Don’t	Know

They	say,	“What	you	don’t	know	can’t	hurt	you,”	but	I	disagree.	What	you	don’t
know	can	and	will	hurt	you.	And	the	longer	it	takes	for	you	to	find	out,	the	more

it	will	hurt	you	in	the	end.

If	you	feel	there’s	something	going	on,	get	to	the	bottom	of	it	quickly.	Don‘t
be	afraid	to	ask	the	question.	If	you	try	to	fool	yourself	into	thinking	you	can
block	 the	 doubt	 out,	 it	will	 eventually	 begin	 to	 eat	 you	up	 inside.	Then	your
happiness	 will	 turn	 to	 sorrow	 and	 your	 love	 for	 him	 into	 frustration	 and
resentment.	It’s	not	always	the	question	that	eats	you	up	but	more	so	the	idea	of
not	having	the	answer	to	the	question	that	wears	on	you.

When	trust	is	absent,	you	end	up
spending	more	 time	mad,	not	necessarily	at	what	he	 is	doing,	but	more	so	at
what	you	think	he	might	be	doing.	This,	as	time	goes	on,	will	cause	you	to	feel
frustrated	and	exhausted.

“If	he	loves	and	respects	you,	he	won’t	cheat.	If	he	does	cheat,	one	or	both	of
the	above	is	missing.”



It’s	Not	An	Accident

“Cheating	is	never	an	accident;
it	is	a	conscious	decision.”

The	unfaithful	often	refuse	to	accept	personal	responsibility	for	their	actions
and	instead,	they	resort	to	trying	to	make	you	feel	as	if	somehow	your	actions
or	inactions	are	to	blame.	Don’t	buy	into	it!	It	is	never	your	fault.	It	was	their
choice	 to	 cheat;	 therefore,	 they	 shoulder	 100%	 of	 the	 blame.	 If	 there	 was
something	you	were	or	were	not	doing	that	was	causing	so	much	of	an	issue,
they	should	have	come	to	you	first.	If	the	issue	couldn’t	be	resolved,	they	had
one	of	the	following	two	choices	to	make:	leave	then	or	stay	and	try	to	work	it
out.	Either	way,	cheating	on	you	should	not	have	been	one	of	those	options.

His	Apology

“When	he	apologizes,	just	know	that	he	is	not	sorry	that	he	cheated…he’s	sorry
you	found	out.”

In	 some	 cases,	 he	 may	 feel	 as	 if	 an	 apology	 should	 suffice;	 however,	 an
apology,	at	this	point,	is	like	throwing	salt	on	an	open	wound.	Why?	Because
apologies	are	 for	accidents	or	 for	when	someone	does	something	and,	at	 the
time,	they	had	no	idea	it	would	hurt	you.

Cheating,	on	the	other	hand,	is	a	conscious	decision,	thus	ruling	out	the	idea
that	it	was	an	“accident.”	Plus,	at	the	time	he	cheated,	he	knew	that	his	actions



would	hurt	you;	thereby	ruling	out	the	argument	that	he	“didn’t	know.”
So,	 you	 may	 ask,	 why	 is	 he	 actually	 apologizing?	 I’ll	 tell	 you.	 It’s	 not

because	he	cheated	and	it’s	not	because	he	hurt	you.	He	is	sorry	that	you	found
out;	that’s	the	one	thing	he	didn’t	plan	for.

You	Believe	The	Lies

You	believe	the	lies	because	you’re	afraid	of	the	truth.
So	when	he	feeds	you	the	lines
about	where	he’s	been	all	night,

you’ve	preconditioned	yourself	to	believe	the	lies
to	be	true.

While	deep	down	inside	you	fight	with	yourself,
going	back	and	forth	as	you	pray	for	help.

So	maybe	my	inspiration	for	this	book	was	divine
or	maybe	it	was	something	I	picked	up	in	your
Comments	while	reading	between	the	lines.

We	all	have	our	suspicions	but	my	advice	to	you,
is	you	should	listen	to	your	conscious…
that’s	God’s	way	of	talking	directly	to	you.

The	Feeling	Of	Betrayal

“When	a	man	cheats	on	a	woman,	it’s	not	so	much	the	physical	act	that	hurts
her;	it’s	the	feeling	of	her	being	emotionally	betrayed	by	the	one	person	she
loved	and	trusted	to	never	to	do	such	a	thing…that’s	what	hurts	the	most.”

Just	Because	You	Miss	Him

Forgiveness	Doesn’t	Always
Equal	A	Second	Chance

“Just	because	you	are	willing	to	forgive	him,	doesn’t	necessarily	mean	he	gets
an	automatic	second	chance.”

Your	willingness	to	forgive	him	shows	that	you	are	strong	enough	to	be	able
to	move	forward	without	holding	it	against	him.	That	doesn’t	necessarily	mean
you	are	willing	to	put	yourself	back	in	the	same	situation	for	him	to	hurt	you
again.

Your	 decision	 to	 give	 him	 a	 second	 chance	 should	 be	 largely	 based	 on



whether	or	not	you	believe	whatever	has	happened	will	 happen	again.	 If	 you
think	 it	won’t,	 then	ask	yourself	 if	 that	 alone	 is	 a	good	enough	 reason	 to	go
back	 into	 the	 relationship.	 If	you	believe	 it	will	occur	again,	walk	away	now
before	you	have	to	run	away	later.

The	Reason	He	Changes

enough	 to	get	what	he	wants	 from	you.	After	he’s	accomplished	his	goal,	he
will	 revert	 back	 to	 his	 old	ways	 leaving	 you	 physically,	 emotionally	 and,	 in
some	cases,	financially	drained.

Some	 of	 you	 have	 dealt	 with	 this	 man	 in	 the	 past,	 while	 others	 are	 still
dealing	with	him	now.	You	may	even	begin	to	doubt	yourself	and	think	there’s
something	wrong	with	you.	Rest	your	mind;	 it’s	not	 that	you	aren’t	 the	 right
woman,	it’s	just	that	he	is	the	wrong	man.

The	Real	Problem

“Sometimes,	him	being	the	wrong	man	isn’t	the	real	problem.	The	real	problem
is	you	deciding	to	give	him	a	chance,	knowing	he’s	the	wrong	man,	thinking	you

can	change	him.”

Never	go	into	a	relationship	thinking	you	can	change	a	man	that	has	already
shown	you	his	true	intentions	are	not	what	you	want.



In	the	end,	he	won’t	change	and	you’ll	end	up	frustrated,	heartbroken,	and
alone	wishing	you	had	done	things	differently.

Single	And	Alone

“A	strong	woman	would	rather	be	single	and	alone	than	to	waste	her	time	being
in	a	relationship	and	sleeping	with	a	man	who	makes	her	feel	like	she	doesn’t

even	exist.”

Sometimes,	 you‘re	 left	 with	 only	 two	 choices:	 (1)	 Sleep	 alone	 and	 be
physically	 cold	 or	 (2)	waste	 your	 time	 sleeping	 next	 to	 someone	who	 cares
nothing	about	you	and	wake	up	in	the	morning	feeling	cold	emotionally.

“One	of	the	hardest	things	you’ll	ever	try	to	do	is	continue	to	love	someone	you
no	longer	respect.”

Respect	 and	 trust	 are	 at	 the	 very	 foundation	 of	 any	 healthy	 relationship.
Without	them,	everything	else	quickly	disappears;	everything	except	love.	Love
doesn‘t	disappear	right	away.	It	first	slowly	turns	into	frustration,	followed	by
resentment.	This	evolution	will	 leave	you,	not	with	 the	memories	of	 the	 love
you	once	shared,	but	with	 the	feelings	of	resentment	and	regret	 that	you	now
feel.



Frustrated

“One	of	the	most	frustrating	positions	you,	as	a	good	woman,	could	ever	find
yourself	in,	is	in	a	relationship	with	a	man	who	makes	you	feel	like	you’re	still

single.”

Being	 in	a	 relationship	with	a	man	 that	has	no	 time	 for	you,	 shows	you	no
affection,	 and	makes	you	 feel	 like,	half	 the	 time,	you’re	 still	 single…	what’s
the	point?

I	 can	 think	 of	 a	 lot	 of	 good	 reasons	 why	 you	 would	 want	 to	 be	 in	 a
relationship	but	being	lonely	isn’t	one	of	them.

My	 thoughts…talk	 to	 him.	Don’t	 try	 to	 ignore	 the	 feeling	 because	 it	will
only	get	worse.	Explain	to	him	how	you	feel	and	give	him	the	opportunity	to
make	 the	 necessary	 adjustments.	 If	 he	 makes	 those	 adjustments,	 great.	 If	 he
doesn’t,	then	the	balls	back	in	your	court.	You	can	either	accept	it	or	reject	it,
but	the	choice	is	yours.

When	He	Doesn’t	Love	You
And	You	Know	It

“Some	of	you	will	fall	asleep	tonight	and	dream	of	what	it	would	be	like	to	be
truly	loved,	then	wake	up	in	the	morning	and	choose	to	waste	your	time	on	a

man	you	know	doesn’t	love	you.”

You	 can’t	 complain	 about	 being	 in	 a	 situation	 that	 you	 have	 the	 power	 to
change	 but	 choose	 not	 to.	 If	 you	 know	 it’s	 not	 going	 anywhere,	 don’t	waste
your	time.



Love	Should	Never	Feel
Lonely

“True	love	is	an	exciting	experience…one	that	should	never	cause	you	to	feel
emotionally	lonely.”

Even	when	there	is	a	physical	distance	between	you,	the	emotional	connection
should	 still	 be	 there.	 You	 should	 be	 able	 to	 close	 your	 eyes,	 on	 the	 darkest
nights,	 and	 still	 feel	 their	 presence…to	 be	 physically	 alone,	 yet	 spiritually
accompanied	by	their	very	essence.	If	ever	there	comes	a	time	when	you	feel
emotionally	 lonely	 in	a	 relationship,	 it	may	be	because	what	was…no	longer
is.

In	Love	With	The	Idea

Some	of	you	are	more	“in	love”	with	the	idea	of	“being	in	love”	than	you	are
“in	love”	with	the	person	you	are	with.

So	 you’ve	 created	 a	 fantasy	 world	 in	 your	 head	 and	 in	 this	 world,	 you’ve
made	your	relationship	out	to	be	more	than	what	it	really	is.	Because	you’re	in
love	with	the	“idea	of	being	in	love”	and	you	want	it	so	bad,	you	ignore	all	the
signs	 that	 tell	you	 this	person	 is	wrong	 for	you.	You	are	 so	 ready	 to	believe
that	he	is	who	you	want	him	to	be	that,	even	when	he	shows	you	that	he	is	not
you	ignore	it.

Your	friends,	the	ones	you	trust	the	most,	have	tried	to	warn	you,	but	you’ve
blown	 them	off	by	saying,	“They	don’t	know”	or	“they	don’t	understand”	or
“they’re	just	hating	on	you	because	you’re	happy.”	My	question	is,	“happy	with



what?”	Are	you	happy	with	the	idea	or	the	reality?

You	standing	there	only	makes	it	worse.

Please,	just	walk	away.
I	promise,	I	won’t	hate	you	if	you	do

but	I	will	if	you	don’t.”

They	say,	If	you	want	to	understand	how	someone	else	feels,	you	have	to	be
able	 to	 put	 yourself	 in	 their	 shoes.	 So,	 I	 asked	 myself,	 “If	 I	 were	 you	 and
someone	 strung	me	 along,	 how	would	 I	 feel?”	 That	 was	 the	 first	 thing	 that
came	to	mind.

What	Hurts	The	Most

He	should	also	be	a	man	who	is
secure	enough	in	himself	and	the	relationship	to	be	able	to	take	a	step	back	and
be	your	biggest	 fan	when	it	 finally	comes	 time	for	you	 to	shine	and	do	your
thing.

Friends	With	Benefits

“Friends	with	benefits”	is	a	creative	way	of	him	saying	he	thinks	you’re	good
enough	to	sleep	with,	but	not	worthy	of	his	loyalty	and	commitment.

No	matter	how	you	look	at	it,	for	you	as	a	good	woman,	there	are	no	long-
term	 benefits	 to	 this	 type	 of	 relationship.	 I	 don’t	 care	 how	 “Acceptable”
Hollywood	 tries	 to	 make	 it	 seem.	 In	 the	 end,	 what	 do	 you	 have:	 no
commitment,	no	loyalty,	no	love…nothing.	All	the	things	that	really	matter	to
you,	 as	 a	 good	 woman,	 you	 don’t	 get.	 All	 you	 have	 is	 the	 instant	 physical
gratification	and	when	that’s	gone,	you’re	left	with	nothing.	You	deserve	better.



Strong,	Single	And	Happy

“She’s	single,	not	because	she	can’t	find	a	man,	but	because	she’s	waiting	for
the	right	man	to	come	along	and	make	her	feel	so	secure	in	the	relationship	that

loving	him	just	comes	natural	and	easy.”

Don’t	 ever	 let	 anyone	make	you	 feel	 like	being	 single	 is	 a	bad	 thing.	Take
your	time,	be	patient,	and	wait	for	the	right	one.

It’s	 almost	 like	 buying	 fruit	 at	 the	 grocery	 store.	You	 don’t	 just	walk	 up,
grab	the	first	piece	of	fruit	you	see	and	put	it	in	your	basket.	No!	You	pick	it	up,
squeeze	it,	look	it	over	and	if	it’s	not	what	you	want,	you	put	it	back.	Besides,
everyone	knows	that	the	best	fruit	is	on	the	bottom.

first	place?

This	is	just	a	different	way	of	looking	at	things.	Whatever	you	do,	makes	sure
it’s	 right	 for	 you:	 not	 your	 friends,	 not	 family,	 not	 anyone	 else…	do	what’s
best	for	you.

Time	To	Choose

“The	more	time	you	take,	in	the	beginning,	to	choose	the	right	man,	the	less
time	you’ll	waste,	in	the	end,	dealing	with	the	wrong	one.”

If	 you’re	 there	 because	 of	 love,	 you’ll	 know
because	 your	 answer	 will	 be	 an	 emotional	 one	 and	 just	 thinking	 about	 the
answer	will	cause	you	to	smile.

Some	men	would	say	“anything”	to	get	what	they	want,	but	you	have	to	be
willing	to	believe	“anything”	to	give	it	to	them.

It’s	 less	 about	what	 he	 says	 and	more	 about	what	 you	 choose	 to	 believe.	Be
more	 selective	 and	 patient.	Knowing	 that	most	men	will	 say	 anything	means
that	you	can’t	believe	everything.	Remember,	without	consistent	actions,	over
time,	his	words	have	no	value.

Potential	Means	Nothing

You	can	see	all	the	potential	you	want	in	a	man.	You	can	believe	in	him.	You
can	have	faith	in	him.

“Don’t	ever	let	the	hurt	or	the	anger	of	a	bad	separation	fool	you	into
disrespecting	yourself.”

Although	you	may	have	had	a	bad	separation	and	feel	angry	at	him	for	what
he’s	 done,	 never	 allow	 that	 anger	 to	 cause	 you	 to	 disrespect	 yourself.	 Some
think	 that	 if	 they	go	out	and	are	 intimate	with	someone	 immediately	after	 the
breakup,	 they	 are,	 in	 some	way,	 paying	 him	back	 for	what	 he’s	 done;	 this	 is
farthest	 from	 the	 truth!	 The	 truth	 is	 you	 are	 sacrificing	 your	 self-respect,
dignity,	 and	 reputation	 as	 a	 good	 woman,	 all	 to	 try	 and	 hurt	 a	 man	 who’s
already	proven	he	doesn’t	care	about	you.	Is	it	really	worth	it?	I	don’t	think	so.

Never	 let	 the	 actions	 of	 the	wrong	man	 cause	 you	 to	 lower	 yourself	 to	 a
level	that’s	lower	than	him;	you	are	better	than	that.	Your	self-respect,	dignity
and	your	reputation,	as	a	good	woman,	are	far	too	valuable	to	a	good	man	for
you	to	throw	them	away	trying	to	get	revenge	on	the	wrong	man.

Bending	Over	Backwards

“Make	sure	you	don’t	break	yourself,	trying	to	fix	a	man	that	is	already
broken.”

There	 are	 some	 things	 you	 can	 help	 a	man	with	 and	 there	 are	 some	 things



only	 he	 alone	 can	 fix.	 Don’t	 break	 yourself	 trying	 to	 fix	 something	 that	 is
totally	outside	of	your	power	to	fix.

In	 my	 opinion,	 there’s
nothing	worse	 than	not	 hearing	 the	 truth	 from	 the	 one	you	 love	 and	 instead,
having	to	hear	it	from	someone	else.

When	He	Yells	At	You

he’ll	realize	that	you	two	are	so	far	apart	emotionally,	that	you	can’t	hear	a

word	he	says.	By	then…it’s	too	late.”

The	 true	 character	 of	 a	man	 is	 not	 seen	 during	 the	 good	 times	 but	 during
times	of	stress.	When	he	yells	at	you,	he’s	trying	to	control	you	or	the	situation.
You	 can	 tell	 a	 lot	 about	 a	man	during	 these	 times	because	 if	 he	 doesn’t	 deal
with	 it	well,	his	 true	colors	will	begin	 to	 show.	Remember,	you	can	measure
the	true	strength	of	a	man	by	how	well	he	controls	others,	but	you	measure	his
true	power	by	how	well	he	controls	himself.

If	you	have	to	try	to	convince	someone	of	your	worth,	that	means	they	don’t
already	know	it.	And	if	they	don’t	already	know	it,	how	can	they	value	you	and
the	relationship?



Never	Lose	Yourself

“Stay	true	to	who	you	are	as	a	woman.	When	the	relationship	is	in	harmony
with	who	you	are,	it	works.	However,	when	it	starts	to	make	you	feel	like	you
have	to	sacrifice	who	you	are,	as	a	woman,	to	make	it	work,	it	may	be	time	to

reevaluate	whether	or	not	that	relationship	is	still	right	for	you.”

Never	completely	lose	your	identity	of	self	in	a	relationship.	When	you	do,
you	lose	your	very	reason	for	being	there	in	the	first	place.

That	man	will	see	your	beauty	as	a	blind	man	would	describe	it;	not	based	on
what	he	sees,	but	based	on	how	he	feels.

You	see,	the	right	man	will	appreciate	your	beauty	on	the	outside,	but	he’ll
love	you	for	your	beauty	on	the	inside.

Pay	Attention	To	One
Woman

A	man	will	get	more	 fulfillment	 from	 the	 love	of	one	woman	 than	he	will
from	the	attention	of	many.	He	simply	needs	to	focus	on	the	woman	he’s	with,
let	go	of	the	rest	and	everything	else	will	fall	into	place.

If	You	Don’t	Talk	To	Her

“If	you	don’t	talk	to	her,	for	at	least	an	hour	each	day,	you’ll	have	no	idea
about	what	is	going	on	in	her	life.”

If	you	are	 really	 interested	 in	what	 is	going	on	 in	her	 life,	you	will	 take	 the
time	to	talk	to	her	and	listen	to	what	she	has	to	say.

My	advice	is	that	you	should	make	every	effort	to	be	a	part	of	what’s	going
on	with	her	on	a	day	to	day	basis.	If	you	don’t…someone	else	will.

Her	Silence	Speaks	Volumes



“A	woman’s	silence	is	one	of	her	most	powerful	forms	of	communication;	it
conveys	emotions,	so	intense,	that	no	words	could	possibly	describe	how	she

feels	at	that	moment.”

If	you	find	yourself	on	the	receiving	end	of	a	woman’s	silent	treatment	and	are
curious	 as	 to	whether	 or	 not	 you	 should	 be	 concerned,	 the	 answer	 is…YES!
Sometimes,	 all	 she	 needs	 is	 a	 little	 time.	Whatever	 you	 do,	 don’t	 force	 the
issue.	When	you	feel	a	break	in	the	tension,	sit	down	with	her	and	talk	to	her
about	what’s	bothering	her.	Remember,	don’t	try	to	justify	your	actions	at	this
point.	 She	 needs	 you	 to	 simply	 listen	 to	 what	 she	 has	 to	 say.	 When	 she’s
finished,	acknowledge	her	feelings	and	work	with	her	to	resolve	the	issue.	It’s
not	about	winning	or	losing	or	who’s	right	or	wrong;	it’s	about	the	two	of	you
understanding	 and	 respecting	 each	 other	 and	 working	 together	 to	 move	 the
relationship	forward.

Talk	“To”	Her

Talk	“to”	her	and	not	“at”	her…there’s	a	difference.

It’s	not	always	what	you	say,	but	how	you	say	it	and	the	tone	you	choose	to	use
that	often	turn	a	simple	discussion	into	an	argument.	When	you	talk	“to”	her,
you	are	considerate	of	her	feelings	and	her	opinions.	When	you	talk	“at”	her,
you	are	disregarding	both,	and	she	can	feel	it.

My	thoughts	are	you	should	never	make	demands.	Instead,	you	should	make
requests	 or	 suggestions.	 Always	 consider	 getting	 her	 input	 on	 important
decisions	 related	 to	 the	 relationship	 and	 even	 things	 that	 relate	 only	 to	 you.
Show	her	 that	her	opinion	matters.	Remember,	your	 tone	and	how	you	say	 it
will	have	a	huge	impact	on	how	she	takes	it.	In	other	words,	a	pleasant	tone	will
get	you	a	pleasant	response.	A	negative	or	aggressive	tone	will	usually	get	you



a	negative	response.

Stop	Asking!

For	those	of	you	who	find	it	necessary	to	ask	a	woman	how	many	men	she’s
been	with	before	you:	stop	asking!

For	one,	what	does	it	really	matter?	What	if	she	says,	2	or	10	or	20?	Should
what	she	has	done	in	the	past	have	any	impact	on	how	you	feel	about	her	today?
If	 it	 does,	 maybe	 she	 would	 be	 better	 off	 finding	 someone	 who’s	 more
interested	 in	who	 she	 is	 today	 rather	 than	wasting	 her	 time	 on	 a	man	who’s
more	concerned	with	who	she	was	five	years	ago.	Besides,	to	be	honest,	it’s	a
question	that	most	of	us	expect	women	to	answer	honestly,	but	if	we	were	asked
the	same,	we	would	have	a	difficult	time	giving	her	an	honest	answer.

In	the	end,	it’s	the	past!	If	you	love	her,	accept	all	of	her,	 including	all	 the
past	 life	 experiences	 that	 have	 contributed	 to	 making	 her	 the	 woman	 she	 is
today:	both	the	good	and	the	bad.

Be	Honest	About	Your
Intentions

“A	woman	needs	a	man	to	be	honest	and	upfront	with	her,	from	the	beginning,
about	his	intentions.	Don’t	let	months,	or	even	years	go	by	before	you	finally

get	the	courage	to	tell	her	you’re	not	ready	to	commit.”



Don’t	take	away	her	ability	to	decide	what’s	best	for	her	by	lying	about	your
true	 intentions.	 Just	 be	 honest.	 Some	 women	 are	 open	 to	 different	 types	 of
relationships,	whether	 it	 involves	 a	 commitment	 or	 not.	All	 I‘m	 saying	 is	 be
upfront	and	honest	with	her.	She	has	a	right	to	choose	what’s	best	for	her.

The	Old	You

If	a	woman	ever	says,	“I	miss	the	old	you,”	that	is	a	warning	to	let	you	know
that	you’ve	changed	and	not	in	a	good	way.

Sometimes	we	as	men	don‘t	pay	enough	attention	to	 the	warning	signs	until
it’s	too	late.	Comments	like,	“you	used	to	do	that	for	me	all	the	time,	how	come
you	don‘t	do	it	anymore”	or	“I	really	miss	when	we	used	to…”	should	be	a	red
flag.	These,	among	others,	are	not	just	empty	comments;	 these	comments	say
that	 she	 is	 beginning	 to	 look	 to	 the	 past	 portion	 of	 the	 relationship	 for	 her
happiness,	instead	of	the	present.

My	 thoughts…pay	 attention	 to	 these	 comments	 and	 try	 to	 reincorporate
whatever	it	is	she‘s	asking	for	into	your	current	plans.	If	for	no	other	reason,
do	it	because	it	makes	her	happy.

Boredom

There	are	a	lot	of	reasons	why	a	woman	could	lose	interest	in	a	man…
“BOREDOM”	is	one	of	them.



When	a	woman	says	she	wants	consistency,	she	doesn’t	mean	she	wants	you
to	 do	 the	 “same	 thing”	 over	 and	 over.	 For	 her,	 love	 is	 a	 new	 and	 exciting
experience.	She	wants	you	to	be	consistent	but	creative.	She	wants	you	to	bring
stability,	while	at	the	same	time	being	able	to	be	spontaneous	and	willing	to	try
new	and	exciting	things	with	her.

I’ve	heard	many	women	say	they	look	forward	to	spending	every	moment
they	 can	 with	 the	 man	 they	 love.	 That’s	 because	 they	 understand	 that	 those
moments,	 if	 spent	 with	 the	 right	 man,	 have	 the	 potential	 of	 later	 becoming
great	memories.

So,	 for	 the	 men	 reading	 this,	 don‘t	 be	 afraid	 to	 try	 something	 different:
surprise	her.	It	doesn’t	have	to	be	something	big.	In	fact,	the	best	memories	are
often	made	from	the	smaller	things.	Whatever	you	do,	be	consistent	with	your
love	and	creative	in	how	you	show	it.

Check	Your	Ego

“Don’t	lose	her	because	you	allow	your	ego	to	become	bigger	than	your	heart.”

W inning	 isn’t	 everything,	especially	when	you’re	 in	a	 relationship	and	 the
loser	is	going	to	be	the	woman	you	love.	Don‘t	let	your	ego	cause	you	to	push
an	issue	with	her	that,	in	the	end,	gains	you	nothing	but	a	boost	to	your	ego.	As
a	 result,	you’ve	damaged	your	 relationship	with	her.	 I	have	a	 saying	 I	go	by
and	 it	 states	 simply	 this,	 “When	 in	 a	 relationship,	 never	 let	 your	 ego	write	 a
check	that	only	a	single	man	can	cash.”

To	Hear	The	Truth	From	You



“Everyone	makes	mistakes.	She	knows	you’re	not	perfect,	and	she	doesn’t
expect	you	to	be.	But	when	it	comes	to	the	truth,	she	would	much	rather	hear	it

from	you	than	to	be	blindsided	and	hear	it	from	someone	else.”

When	She	Talks	To	You

“When	she	shares	with	you	her	problems,	it’s	not	that	she’s	complaining;	she
simply	trusts	you	enough	to	talk	to	you	about	them.”

For	her	to	open	up	to	you	and	share	with	you	both	the	good	and	bad,	is	one	of
the	greatest	compliments	she	could	give	to	you.	It	says	that	she	trusts	you	and
respects	your	opinion.	Even	more,	it	says	that	she	feels	comfortable	talking	to
you	and	that	there’s	no	one	else	she	would	rather	share	her	feelings	with	than
you.

Spend	Time,	Not	Money

“Making	a	good	woman	feel	secure	in	the	relationship	has	nothing	to	do	with
how	much	money	you	spend	ON	HER,	but	rather	how	much	quality	time	you	are

willing	to	spend	WITH	HER.”

A	 good	 woman	 is	 not	 interested	 in	 your	Money	 or	 your	 status.	What	 she
wants	 from	you	 is	your	 time,	 loyalty,	 love,	 commitment	and	 for	you	 to	 treat
her	like	nothing	else	in	the	world	matters.



Overreacting

There	is	no	such	thing	as	her	“overreacting.”	The	reaction	is	a	direct	reflection
of	how	she	felt	at	that	very	moment.

For	 you	 to	 say	 to	 her,	 “you	 are	 overreacting”	 or	 “you’re	 being	 too
emotional”	 is	 to	 totally	 disregard	 her	 emotional	 state	 at	 that	 moment.	 The
reality	is	that	she	is	most	likely	responding	to	something	that	has	been	building
up	inside,	for	some	time,	and	whatever	 just	occurred	was	her	breaking	point.
Instead	 of	 criticizing	 or	 disregarding	 her	 feelings,	 you	 should	 acknowledge
them.	 Sit	 down	 and	 talk	 with	 her	 so	 that	 together,	 you	 two	 can	 resolve	 the
underlying	 issue.	 If	 you	 don’t,	 the	 issue	 will	 not	 go	 away…it	 will	 only	 get
worse.

Just	Because	She	Smiles

“Just	because	she	smiles,	doesn’t	mean	she’s	happy.	To	understand	how	she
really	feels,	you	have	to	let	her	talk	and	you	have	to	be	willing	to	listen.”

Time	Vs.	Quality	Time

When	she	says	“spend	time”	with	her,	she	is	actually	saying	she	wants	you	to



spend	“quality	time”	with	her.	She	doesn’t	always	say	“quality”	because	she
figures	that	should	go	without	saying.

Spending	 time	means	more	 to	 her	 than	 simply	 you	 two	 being	 in	 the	 same
house	or	room	at	the	same	time;	it	means	engaging	her	on	a	physical,	mental,
and	 emotional	 plane	 as	well.	 Sometimes,	we	 think	 just	 because	we	 share	 the
same	 physical	 space,	we	 are	 “spending	 time”	when	 in	 fact,	 if	 you	 are	 in	 the
same	room	with	her	and	not	engaging	her	on	some	level,	you’re	wasting	time.

True	Value	Of	Love

“True	value	is	found	in	the	love	of	a	good	woman,	not	material	things.	The	most
valuable	thing	that	you,	as	a	man,	could	ever	have	is	not	your	watch,	car	or
your	house,	it’s	the	real	love	of	the	good	woman	sitting	there	right	next	to	you.
The	one	who	would	still	love	you	and	be	on	your	side,	even	if	you	lost	all	those

material	things	tomorrow.”

A	 good	woman’s	 love	 is	 always	 loyal.	When	was	 the	 last	 time	money	was
loyal	to	you?

When	She	Says,	“I’m	Okay”

When	she	says,	“I’m	okay”	it	doesn’t	necessarily	mean	that	she’s	okay.	You
have	to	really	get	to	know	her	to	understand	her	and	know	the	difference.

You	 have	 to	 learn	 to	 speak	 her	 language.	You	 have	 to	 learn	 to	 sometimes



bypass	her	words	and	feel	the	vibe	she’s	giving	you.	That	is	what	will	tell	you
whether	or	not	things	are	truly	“okay”	or	not.	If	they	are,	great;	but	if	they’re
not,	talk	to	her.	Don’t	let	too	much	time	pass	without	finding	out	what’s	on	her
mind.	If	you	do,	things	may	just	get	worse.

She’s	Not	Stupid

“She’s	not	stupid!	Don’t	try	to	play	her	like	she	is.	You’re	insulting	her
intelligence.	If	you’re	not	careful,	you’ll	one	day	find	yourself	on	the	outside

wishing	you	could	get	back	in.”

If	You	Are	Cheating	…She
Knows

“If	you’re	cheating	and	you	think	she	doesn’t	know…she	knows.	She	may	not
have	enough	evidence	to	prove	it	right	now,	but	deep	down	inside,	she	knows;

Her	intuition	is	foolproof.	It’s	only	a	matter	of	time	now.”

My	thoughts…take	the	time	to,	not	only	listen	to	her,	but	encourage	her	to
talk	to	you	about	everything.	You	don’t	always	have	to	agree	with	her,	but	you
should	always	be	willing	to	listen	to	her.

In	the	end,	that’s	one	of	your	responsibilities	as	her	man;	if	she	can’t	talk	to
you,	then	who?

You	Can’t	Be	Mad



You	can’t	be	mad	at	her	for	leaving	when	you	are	the	one	who	pushed	her	away.
What	was	she	supposed	to	do?	No	matter	how	strong	she	is,	there’s	only	so

much	she	can	take	before	she	finally	says,	“Enough!”

A	good	woman	doesn’t	leave	the	man	she	loves	for	another	man;	she	leaves
because	she	 is	unhappy,	and	she	feels	as	 if	 leaving	 is	 the	only	option	she	has
left.

She’s	tired	of	 trying	to	talk	about	 things	with	a	man	who	refuses	to	listen.
She’s	 tired	of	being	 ignored	 and	 treated	 like	her	 feelings	don’t	matter.	She’s
tired	of	feeling	like	the	only	time	she	can	get	any	affection,	from	the	man	she
loves,	is	during	sex…she’s	tired.	All	she	wants	is	for	you	to	love	her	and	treat
her	like	she	matters.

If	you	really	and	truly	love	her,	don’t	push	her	away.	All	I	ask	is	that	you	put
your	pride	aside,	for	a	moment,	and	just	think	about	it.

Hard	For	Her	To	Walk	Away

“It’s	never	easy.”

It’s	never	easy	for	a	good	woman	to	walk	away;	especially	after	she’s	invested
so	much	of	herself	into	making	it	work.

All	she	needs	from	you	is	the
assurance	that	you	won’t	make	her	regret	it	in	the	end.”



How	Can	You	Blame	Her?

“She’s	been	lied	to,	cheated	on	and	had	her	heart	broken	by	a	man	she’d	given
years	of	her	life	to.	He	stepped	on	her	love,	violated	her	trust	and	disrespected
her.	After	all	that,	who	can	blame	her	for	questioning	the	intentions	of	a	man

she	just	met?”

Too	often,	we	as	men	complain	about	how	women	bring	the	results	of	a	past
broken	heart	into	their	new	relationships.	My	question	is,	who	can	blame	her?

I	believe,	as	a	whole,	too	many	of	us	look	at	the	problem	from	the	wrong
perspective.	We	 spend	 all	 our	 time	 complaining	 about	 the	 results	 and	 ignore
the	fact	that	our	actions,	as	men,	are	largely	responsible	for	creating	the	results
in	the	first	place.	Remember,	it’s	cause	first	and	then	effect,	not	the	other	way
around.	 If	we	want	women	 to	change	 then	we	have	 to	give	 them	a	better	past
experience	to	pull	from;	we	have	to	stop	acting	like	none	of	 this	 is	our	fault,
accept	responsibility	for	it	and	change	it.

She’s	Looking	For	Your
Patience	And	Understanding

“She	doesn’t	blame	you.	She’s	looking	for	you	to	change	her	whole	experience
and	give	her	a	reason	to	love	one	more	time.”

She’s	a	good	woman	who	has	had	her	heart	broken	over	and	over	by	the	men



she’s	 loved	 in	 the	 past.	 She	 has	 a	 right	 to	 be	 frustrated	 and	 upset.	 Don’t
minimize	her	pain.	When	you	do,	she	feels	even	more	frustrated	that	you	don’t
understand	all	that	she’s	been	through	and	how	she	feels.	Remember,	she’s	not
looking	for	your	sympathy,	she’s	looking	for	your	patience	and	understanding.

She	Needs	A	Man	Who	Is
Not	Afraid

She	needs	a	man	who	is	not	afraid	to	give	himself	completely	to	her	without
fear	of	consequence	and	without	pause.

A	man	not	afraid	to	allow	himself	to	become	emotionally	vulnerable	in	order	to
make	that	deep	connection	she	so	needs.

A	love	connection	so	deep	that	it	sits	at	the	very	footsteps	of	her	soul.
Now,	I’m	not	talking	about	an	ordinary	love,
I’m	talking	about	that	next	level	type	of	love;

That	type	of	love	that	only	fairytale	books	speak	of.
That’s	what	she	wants…that’s	what	she	needs.

More	Than	Just	Her	Man

She	needs	you	to	be	more	than	just	her	man.
She	needs	you	to	be	her	best	friend	and	her	confidant;
for	you	to	be	her	voice	of	reason,	when	she	needs	advice,

and	her	soundboard	when	she	needs	to	vent.
At	the	end	of	the	day,	she	needs	you	to	be	the	one	person



who,	no	matter	how	terrible	the	storm,
she	can	always	count	on	to	protect	her	from	the	rain.

She	needs	all	of	this	to	be	consistent,
something	she	can	count	on	to	never	change.
That’s	what	she	wants…that’s	what	she	needs.

Defend	Her	Honor

“She	wants	a	man	she	can	talk	to	about	anything	and	everything	because	she
feels	just	that	comfortable	with	him.”

She	Wants	Your	Attention

“She	wants	the	attention	from	you,	her	man,	not	a	stranger;	a	simple
compliment	from	you,	at	the	right	time,	could	change	her	whole	day.”

She	knows	when	it	comes	from	you,	it’s	out	of	love;	but	when	it	comes	from
a	stranger,	it’s	more	often	than	not,	out	of	lust.

With	that	in	mind,	take	every	opportunity	to	put	a	smile	on	the	face	of	the
woman	you	love.	After	all,	what	greater	feeling	is	there	than	to	know	that	she	is
happy	and	smiling,	and	you’re	the	reason	for	it.

She’d	Rather	Hear	Your
Voice

“She	would	much	rather	hear	your	voice	than	read	your	text.”



It’s	not	the	words	you	speak,	but	the	emotions	you	convey	through	your	speed,
tone,	and	style	that	give	her	insight	into	your	sincerity.

In	her	mind,	 the	words	“I	 love	you”	or	“I	miss	you”	may	 look	good	 in	a
text,	but	when	she	hears	you	say	 them	and	your	actions	support	 it…it	 simply
feels	good.

Be	Different	Than	Her	Ex

Don’t	try	to	be	“better”	than	her	ex,	be	“different”	from	her	ex.	She’s	tired	of
the	same	old	thing.	She’s	ready	for	you	to	show	her	something	different.

The	competition	is	over:	you	won.	If	she	wanted	more	of	what	he	had	to	offer,
she	would	have	gone	back	to	him,	but	 instead,	she	chose	you.	Don‘t	give	her
more	 of	 the	 same	 thing.	 Create	 a	 whole	 new	 lane	 and	 show	 her	 something
different.

Notice	The	Small	Things

compliment	her.	You	may	think	that	she	won‘t	notice	or	 that	 it	doesn’t	matter
but	it	does.	She	cares	about	your	opinion.	Plus,	she	does	these	things,	not	only



for	herself,	but	at	times,	for	you	as	well.
At	 every	 chance,	 let	 her	 know	 how	 beautiful	 she	 is	 and	 that	 you	 truly

appreciate	her.

Challenge	Her

“Challenge	her	to	be	the	best	she	can	be.	Sometimes,	just	knowing	you	support
her	is	all	the	extra	push	she	needs.”

You,	being	her	man	and	one	of	 the	most	 important	people	 in	her	 life	 right
now,	your	support	means	a	 lot	 to	her.	She	 looks	 to	you	 to	challenge	her	and
support	 her	 every	 step	of	 the	way.

Part	Of	The	Solution
